A spokesman for the Newman’s Own Foundation, which itself has donated over £500,000 in grants to charities in the UK and Ireland, said: “We are delighted that Newman’s Own was the inspiration for Harry’s Nuts! which benefits smallholder farmers in Malawi and Mozambique.”
